It is from a collection of writings by a local educator called ñPointers for Parents.ò This particular piece is entitled       

ñTime Not Words Brings Families Togetherò. He believes that this can be achieved if you ñspend more time with your 
childrenò. No, not time talking with them during TV commercial breaks, buying them more óstuffô or telling them to get 

better grades while driving them to the mall. Instead, Iôm asking you to spend some órealô time with your children. 

 

óRealô time refers to indoor activities that involve moving around and require face-to-face interaction between you and 

your kids. Examples of órealô time activities include; throwing a ball around, walking someplace new, eating a family 

meal together, playing a board game on the dining room table, shooting some óhoopsô, working on a family scrapbook, a 

father taking his daughter out to shop for an outfit, a mother taking her son to the batting cages, planting a new section of 

the garden, going to the beach for a walk, going fishing, going horseback riding, bike riding, go-cart racing, going to a 

ceramic shop and making something together, taking a drive to a local tourist spot and touring it, visiting the museum or 

art exhibit, going to a concert, or a ball game. The list goes on and on, limited only by the fact that most people have for-

gotten what fun and play really are, and are trapped by a family destroying combination of TV and absurd work schedules. 

Here are some important guidelines that will make your time together more enjoyable.  

 

Spending money does not make an activity better-keep it simple and keep it fun. If you can, try to select a óneutralô activ-

ity, that is, something neither of you is good at or something neither of you has done before. Never select an activity as an 

opportunity to teach, correct, or show off your skills, this would only tempt you to do or say something that might put 

your child down while making you look like the expert. When selecting places to go, keep in mind that going to the mov-

ies is really just staring separately at a bigger TV screen.  Finally, GO SLOW- donôt rush to get back to your schedule, 

this will insult your child, devalue them, and most certainly hurt their feelings. Let your hair down ï remember what itôs 

like to be a kid and go for it! 

 

Ask any child to name a toy or gift they received for their birthday two years ago and you will be faced with a blank stare. 

Now ask them about a family trip and you will be told quickly what they remember. Take a moment to reflect on your 

own childhood. What do you remember fondly? What will come to mind will be something you did, not things you 

bought. Memories and love have something in common, they both depend on shared experiences ï shared time. Make 

some memories together with your family and create a little more love ï spend some time with them.ò 

 

As I leave you with this message, I wish you all a great year, both here at school, and with your children.
